• The waves were causing the boat to sink. Would you have been afraid if you were in the 

boat? 

• Who woke up Jesus? 

• What did Jesus say to the wind and waves? 

• What did the wind and waves do? 

• How did the disciples feel when they saw what happened? 

What does it mean: 
• Jesus got up and rebuked the wind and sea, saying, “Peace, be still.” How could He do that? 

• Is Jesus all powerful, God-Almighty? 

• Does Jesus have the power to do anything? 

• Does Jesus have the power to protect you? 

What does it mean to me: 
• If the wind and waves obey Jesus, shouldn’t we? 

• What would Jesus like you to do? 

• Does Jesus want you to obey Him?
