• When God created Adam and Eve, they were perfect and did not have evil or bad thoughts.

• God promised that if they did not eat the fruit of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil, they 

would never die. 

• Satan lied to Eve and told her that God had lied to her, and that she could eat the fruit from the 

forbidden tree. 

• Eve did not trust God, but trusted Satan, and she ate from the forbidden tree. Then Adam also ate 

from the tree, disobeying God. 

• After Adam and Eve ate from the tree, they had evil thoughts and they were ashamed that they were 

naked.
