                Matthew 28, Mark 16, Luke 24, Acts 1, I Corinthians 15 
 

• During the forty days after Jesus rose from the dead, He was seen and spoke with many 

people. He went with His disciples to the Mount of Olives.  

• Jesus told His disciples that in a few days they would be baptized with the Holy Spirit 

and would be given power. After they were baptized, they were to teach the gospel to all 

people.  

• Jesus then rose up into the sky to heaven. After the disciples could no longer see Him, 

two angels appeared and told them that Jesus would some day return to earth in the 

same way that He went to heaven. 
• Now that Jesus was alive again, the disciples began to understand that Jesus was God
