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Vision:

Because our desire is to reach the children in the community, we do not want to
appear like a church VBS program, but rather a community event. For this reason, we
do not use many props, costumes, etc. that you would typically find in a church VBS
program. But, we do use balloons! We have found balloons to be a great way to
decorate the park and advertise that something fun is happening! Because we are
always sharing the Gospel throughout the VBS week, we use the Gospel colors
exclusively in the balloons: gold (heaven), dark or black (our sin), red (the blood of
Jesus shed for us), clear or white (the forgiveness of our sin), and green (growth in
Jesus). We want the children to be continually reminded each day of the Gospel
message through the use of the Gospel colors.

Volunteer Responsibilities:

1. Arrive at park by (time) to prepare for blowing up the balloons.
2. (name of person) will teach and direct on Monday how to set up each day.
3. Start blowing up balloons by (time).

4. Place balloons by entrance of park and the VBS signs on the streets first and
then on the pop-ups in the VBS area.

5. Stop for prayer time at (time).

7. Clean up and re-organize area for next day.
