Day 1 - 
Start off w/ a story on creating the Angel food cake as referenced in the Field guide:

This is a story about a young girl who decided one day to make an Angel food cake. The first thing she did was to carefully measure all the ingredients, which included separating all the egg yokes from the egg whites. Has anyone tried separating the yokes from the whites? It’s not easy and it takes allot of time. She became bored in separating all those eggs. Instead of making sure no yokes got into the whites she decided to throw the entire egg, shells and all into the mix. She figured everyone liked a crunchy cake.

While she was baking, it seemed that one side was getting bigger than the other. To hurry the process up she decided to turn the oven up to 475 degrees. Hey, why take 35 minutes when it can be done in 10.

Her creation was finally done so she removed it from the oven (burnt top and all) and turned it over to cool. However since the inside was not cooked (it was basically raw) it spilled all over the countertop and made a huge mess. She realized that it doesn’t pay to skip steps and hurry things along during the creation process.

This is what the lesson today is all about. Did you know that God loves us so much that he made us. God doesn’t rush things or make mistakes when it comes to His creation (us).

The Lord took His time making us. He put a lot of love into each one of us, like an artist, He carefully thought out each dimple, and personality trait. Did you realize the main reason God made us was to having a loving relationship with Him. When I finally understood that, it totally changed my life. At first I could not believe that the God of all creation new me, loved me, and wanted me to get to know & love Him. When I accepted that truth my whole life changed, just as your life will change when you realize and accept that truth. The Bible tells us that if anyone is in Christ they are a new creation. That’s what happens to us, we become new again, we then start the loving relationship that God created us for. We were made to walk and talk and live with Him. The Bible in the book Romans tells us that we were made in futility. That’s why we can fell so empty in our lives before we know Jesus. But as we accept Jesus into our hearts we then realize the purpose of why God created us. How cool is that, we were all created by God for a specific plan & purpose. God will reveal our purpose & plan as we walk and talk daily with Him.

This whole week we will be talking about the greatest gift ever given to the world. That gift is the Lord Jesus Christ.

Today we are going to talk about the time when God created all things in heaven and on earth. This is told to us in the book of Genesis (beginnings) in the Bible.  

God created everything! Once in a while you will hear people say that we came from a rock or even a worm, but that doesn’t make any sense. Have you looked at a rock or worm? How could we come from something like that. God created each of us individually for a close loving relationship with Him. As we said before He has a plan and purpose for each of our lives. 

Read Vs 1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. The Bible tells us that God made all things that are visible and invisible. 

In verses 4 & 5 we read that God separated the light from the darkness. “And God saw the light, that [it was] good; and God divided the light from the darkness. God called the light Day, and the darkness He called Night. So the evening and the morning were the first day”.

In Verse 8 the Bible say’s that He made the sky (look up into the sky) on the second day. 8And God called the space "sky." This happened on the second day.

In Verses 9-13 the Bible tells us that on the 3rd day God created dry land by bringing all the waters together. He also created all the grass, seed bearing plants, and trees that grow seed bearing fruit. And God said, "Let the waters beneath the sky be gathered into one place so dry ground may appear." And so it was.10God named the dry ground "land" and the water "seas." And God saw that it was good.11Then God said, "Let the land burst forth with every sort of grass and seed-bearing plant. And let there be trees that grow seed-bearing fruit. The seeds will then produce the kinds of plants and trees from which they came." And so it was.12The land was filled with seed-bearing plants and trees, and their seeds produced plants and trees of like kind. And God saw that it was good.13This all happened on the third day.

In verses 16-19 the Bible tells us that on the 4th day God created the sun and the moon.16For God made two great lights, the sun and the moon, to shine down upon the earth. The greater one, the sun, presides during the day; the lesser one, the moon, presides through the night. He also made the stars.17God set these lights in the heavens to light the earth,18to govern the day and the night, and to separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good.19This all happened on the fourth day. 

The Bible tells us that things got really exciting on day 5 & 6. God made the land animals and all the sea creatures on the fifth day: “And God said, "Let the waters swarm with fish and other life. Let the skies be filled with birds of every kind."21So God created great sea creatures and every sort of fish and every kind of bird. And God saw that it was good.22Then God blessed them, saying, "Let the fish multiply and fill the oceans. Let the birds increase and fill the earth."23This all happened on the fifth day. 

The 6th day God made the first man. His name was Adam. Then He made the first woman and her name was Eve. God must have gotten such pleasure from making man and woman: Verse 27 “So God created man in his own image; God patterned them after himself; male and female he created them”. 

God lovingly made them on the 6th day. God created all things in 6 days and on the 7th day He rested: Chapter 2 verse 1: “So the creation of the heavens and the earth and everything in them was completed.2On the seventh day, having finished his task, God rested from all his work”.

Wow how incredible is that! God created man in His likeness, how cool that must have been for Adam and Eve. Everything was going great. One of Adams jobs was to name all the animals created by God. Then, Adam and Eve would walk with God in the Garden of Eden. Just them!! They just talked and talked with God and God told them over and over again how much He loved them. 

Life would have been absolutely perfect. They were doing exactly what God created them for. They had a loving personal relationship with Him. Everything was wonderful until Satan showed up looking like a serpent. Satan hates God and wants to be like God. Since Satan wants to be like God he wants the world to worship him and not God. Because of that he wanted to do something really mean to Adam and Eve. So, one day when Eve was alone, Satan decided to play a trick on Gods people. He convinced Eve that she should disobey God and eat some fruit from a tree God said to leave alone. Eve knew better, but she decided to do it anyway. She listen to that old serpent and ate the fruit thinking she would become as smart as God. After Eve ate of the fruit Adam also disobeyed God and he to ate of it. The Bible tells the story in Genesis Chapter 3: “Now the serpent was the shrewdest of all the creatures the LORD God had made. "Really?" he asked the woman. "Did God really say you must not eat any of the fruit in the garden?"2"Of course we may eat it," the woman told him.3"It's only the fruit from the tree at the center of the garden that we are not allowed to eat. God says we must not eat it or even touch it, or we will die."4"You won't die!" the serpent hissed.5"God knows that your eyes will be opened when you eat it. You will become just like God, knowing everything, both good and evil."6The woman was convinced. The fruit looked so fresh and delicious, and it would make her so wise! So she ate some of the fruit. She also gave some to her husband, who was with her. Then he ate it, too. 

After this occurred everything changed! There was now a wall of sin separating God and His people. God was on one side and Adam and Eve on the other. They could no longer walk with God in the Garden because of their disobedience. Everything changed because of the Serpent, if they would have only obeyed God and His word.

This must have broken Gods heart because He then made a way for us to be together again. That is the gift we spoke about earlier. The gift of the Lord Jesus Christ. Thousands of years later God made an incredible sacrifice for all of us. He asked His perfect Son Jesus to come to earth to be born as a baby. Then He would grow up to die a horrible death on a cross. The cross was a terrible death used for only the worst criminals. Jesus was without fault He was sinless and had done nothing to deserve this type of death. The Bible tells us that “God demonstrated His love for us that yet while we were still sinners Christ died for us”. The Lord Jesus Christ agreed to do this so that He could be the bridge between man and God connecting the two together again. If Jesus had not paid the price for man kind our sin would forever separate us from God. This separation  is a place the Bible calls Hell. Gods love is so deep for us that He could not bear the thought of this eternal separation. This is what the Bible tells us in John 3:16 (have the kids repeat after me) For God so loved the world] that He gave His only Son] that whoever would believe in Him would not perish] but have everlasting life. That is why Jesus paid the ultimate sacrifice for us. Only the blood of Jesus shed for us was strong enough to bridge that gap and break the wall of sin down. We are also taught that greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends, Jesus considers each of us as his treasure. We are the inheritance of God, I say thank you Jesus and Hallelujah to that!!!

Then, because Jesus is also God, He rose again from the dead 3 day’s later. Now, we have a choice to make on who we will listen to. We can listen to Satan when he lies to us saying we don’t need God. Or we can listen to God when He tells us (in His Word the Bible) that He loves us so much, He made us, and He wants us to be with Him forever. Who are you going to listen to?

In just a minute we are going to pray. The Bible tells us that each of us have sinned and come short of the glory of God. Our sin puts a wall between God and us. If you would like to tell God you are sorry for your sins and that you believe that Jesus died on the cross, then rose from the dead, you can do that. By asking God to forgive you and asking Jesus to be the king of your life, you can know for sure that you can talk with God and He will talk with you.Then after you die you will go to heaven with Him forever and ever. God loves you so much and He made us to be with Him forever. He wants to be you’re ALL in ALL. 

Lets Pray: Father we thank you for your perfect plan of bringing us back into a loving relationship with you. We thank you for creating us and saving us from eternal separation from you. Right now as every eye is closed and every head bowed I would like to ask if anyone would like to ask Jesus into their hearts to forgive you of your sins. If that is the desire of your heart please slip your hand up in their air so that we can pray together. Please repeat this prayer if this is the desire of your heart. 

Dear God,

I know that I have sinned and done wrong against you. I believe that Jesus is Gods only son and He took the punishment for all of my sins by dying on the cross. I believe He came back to life again.
