Day 5 -  
Jesus prepares a place for you in Heaven

“And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also. I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.”

John 14:3&6

Lets pray:

Today, we are going to look at the glorious truths taught to us by Gods word the Bible. Jesus who is God the Son tells us that His word is truth. The Bible tells us how much He loves us, how we can get to know Him, how to be forgiven of our sin, and how we can live with Him in heaven forever. John 3:16 (book in the Bible) tells us that, “For God so loved the world He gave His only Son (Jesus) that whoever believes in Him (Jesus) will not die but have everlasting life”. If you have accepted the Lord Jesus as your personal Lord and Savior you are forgiven of all your sin. The bible tells us that “Eye’s have not seen, nor ears heard, nor has it entered into the heart of man the things God has created for those who love him.” Key words are those who love Him! God wants to give you all that He has created because we are His children, but He won’t push himself on you. You must make a choice to receive that gift, when you do you become a child of the king and you inherit all that Jesus has created!

In Revelation 21:21 John tells us this about Heaven, “The twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass. Did you hear what Jesus is making the gates out of? Pearls! The pearls that Jesus uses are not like the ones we have all seen. They won’t be small and could definitely not be worn in a necklace or as earrings. They will be huge! It will be one pearl which makes up the gate. Imagine a pearl of that size!!

Is pavement good for anything other than driving or walking on, it’s good but there is no real value for black top. According to the verse we just read, what will the streets in Heaven be made of. That gives us just a glimpse of the beauty we will see while we are in Heaven living with the Lord Jesus.

Lets read Rev 21:18-19 The construction of its wall was of jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear glass. The foundations of the wall of the city were adorned with all kinds of precious stones: This tells us that the city walls were made of precious stones. These precious stones and jewels aren’t seen very often here on earth. We would only see these types of precious stones in the crown of a rich king. Jesus loves us so much that He is building us our own houses made of treasure where we can live with Him forever.

The answer is simple, the Lord Jesus Christ! Jesus is leading the way, He will come for all of us who love Him and trust Him with our lives. If you will follow the Lord Jesus He will lead you directly into His arms in Heaven.
