K-1st helpers are indispensable to the K-1st teacher! They are the “extra hands”!  Because 5-6 

year olds tend to wander, the K-1st helper’s job is to stay with the children at all times, 

helping them from event to event, encouraging them to listen to the Bible study, etc. The K-

1st helper makes sure the children are doing what they are supposed to be doing. For the 

most part they are not to engage the child in conversation, as this takes the child’s attention 

away from the task at hand. Remember, because we are in a public park, K-1st helpers are a 

must! 

 

 

 

Volunteer Responsibilities: 
 

1. Your ministry, as a K-1 helper, is to stay with the  

          children at all times. 

 

2. You will also support the K-1 teacher by: 

• Lovingly encouraging the children to listen to the Bible study. 

• Paying special attention to children causing distractions. 

• Accompanying this age group to and from the restroom. This is a 

very important time to be alert and watch. 

• When you move from activity to activity it is very important to be 

organized. Have someone lead in the front of the line and at the 

end of the line and have others watch throughout until you arrive 

at the next activity. 

• This age of child can easily wander off, so pay special attention to 

all the children in this age group.
